The article substantiates the role of circular business models in the system of state
regulation as a factor in ensuring the economic security of an enterprise. An analysis of

modern scientific approaches to the definitions of the circular economy, circular



business models and economic security of an enterprise, as well as regulatory and
institutional instruments of regulation (command-administrative, market, information,
"green" and circular public procurement, tax and subsidy mechanisms) is carried out. It
is substantiated that circular business models (CBM) acquire the status of a tool for
increasing the economic security of an enterprise under conditions of increased state
regulation, resource constraints and increased regulatory/market risks. Based on the
approaches to defining the circular economy as a system that minimizes resource input
and losses due to "slowing down, closing and narrowing" of material and energy flows,
and interpreting the economic security of an enterprise as the ability to protect activities
from negative impacts and quickly adapt without worsening results; a conceptual model
“regulatory instruments — CBM — economic security effects” is proposed. It is shown
that at the macro level (EU; Ukraine) policies aimed at the transition from waste
management to resource management (hierarchy, extended producer responsibility,
economic incentives, eco-design, circular procurement), and at the micro level CBM
(remanufacturing, repair/life extension, reuse, “product as a service”) enhance resource
sustainability, operational continuity, compliance and reputation, while creating specific
financial and operational uncertainties (especially regarding reverse flows and capital
intensity). The results are presented in the form of a matrix of correspondence of
regulatory instruments, CBM types and expected effects for economic security, and an
indicator set of assessment (6 indicators) is proposed for practical application. 1o reveal
the role of circular business models in the system of state regulation and as a factor in
ensuring the economic security of an enterprise, practical recommendations for the state

and enterprises have been developed.
