The article examines the global vectors of sustainable development as
fundamental determinants for business ecologization and modernization. Amid
escalating climate change and resource depletion, the concept of sustainable
development, guided by the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), serves as
a central paradigm for economic transformation. However, analyzing 2025 reports
from the UN, the World Economic Forum, and the OECD reveals that the world is
significantly lagging behind the 2030 Agenda. With only 35% of SDG targets
showing adequate progress, there is an urgent need for enhanced global
cooperation and financing.

The study highlights that the transition to a "green economy" remains a
dominant trend despite macroeconomic challenges. It emphasizes the uneven pace
of the "green transition" globally, noting that progress depends on structural socio-
economic conditions rather than just income levels. European countries like
Denmark and Norway, alongside East Asian nations like South Korea, maintain
leadership in green technology adoption. Concurrently, corporate sustainability
(ESG) is rapidly expanding, with over 90% of companies disclosing sustainability

data and an increasing number integrating climate oversight at the board level.



For Ukraine, ecological modernization represents a strategic imperative.
In the context of European integration and post-war economic recovery,
transforming traditional production models toward resource efficiency and
reduced emissions is critical. While Ukrainian businesses face severe hurdles—
including the ongoing war, weak legal frameworks, and investment deficits—
adopting green technologies remains essential. The research concludes that
building management systems based on sustainable development is vital for

ensuring long-term financial stability, competitiveness, and societal well-being
