The article proves that considering the role of technology in world politics through the prism ofthe "great
controversies” in the theory of international relations revealed aspects of the influence of technological
development on the theoretical thought ofinternational relations, as well as potentiallevels of analysis for
studying this influence. During the first "greatcontroversy"”, international scholars proved the need to study
realworld-political processesin anarchic international relations, where states play aleading role. The second
"great controversy”, which in itself was the result of a "breakthrough” in the exact sciences and the
"behavioralrevolution”, introduced new (so-called "scientific ") methods of studying international relations
into international relations, which, first of all, include quantitative methods of studying international relations.

During the third "great controversy”, the greatest influence was given to the role of the individual in
internationalrelations. Nevertheless, these two levels are interconnected, since the world-political system
is vulnerable to micropoliticalinfluence, and therefore more turbulent. Thus, thanks to the "butterfly effect”,
the level of analysis of the individual may turn out to be the mostimportant level of analysis of international
relations. Adding to the existing approaches the level of analysis of the social structure indicates the need
to study the normative and cultural dimensions. Therefore, afourth "great controversy" is also highlighted,
in which constructivists defended the need to study the role of discourse and knowledge.

It has been established that constructivism has absorbed both positivist and post-positivist conceptual
apparatuses. Representatives of this trend have given their own interpretation to positivist theories of
structural influence, anarchy, sovereignty, and national interest. However, most of the concepts and
methods of constructivists still belong to post-positivism.

Inthe constructivistconcept of identity, the subjects of politics and their interests are products of social
construction. The fundamental principle of constructivist social theory is that people influence objects,
including other actors, on the basis of the meaning that these objects have for them. Theidentity of a state
is shaped by its self-perception and the perception of other states. Thus, international relations depend
primarily on the beliefs of states and their mutual expectations, and secondarily on material factors (e.g.,
power).

Particular attention is paid to three aspects: first, whether new theories of internationalrelations related
to the factor of technology are needed; second, how to explore the problems that the political theory of
technology faces; and third, how to make sense of the novelty of technologies such as "big data.”
